2.	 �GIZMOS SINGLE 
THROUGH-DECK 
BUSHINGS

Gizmos single through-deck bushings are an easy-to-install 
bushing for lower loads and/or relatively fair leads designed 
to protect decks and lines from chafing using any through-
deck application. Single bushings are less structural than 
doubles and are used when line is entering at smaller 
angles and leading fairly straight inside. 
Be sure to factor block loading verses angle of deflection. 
Greater angles load the fairlead more and a double may be 
more suitable. 

2.1	 SPECIFICATIONS
See table and drawings.

2.2	 INSTALLATION
See 2.1 SPECIFICATIONS to check fit and determine drill 
size. Take necessary steps to reinforce and seal cored 
decks using a suitable compression tube (E). You can trim 
single through-deck bushings (F), however you will lose 
the radius edge and anodizing. Use a hack saw to trim if 
necessary.
Put a large bead of marine grade polysulfide type sealant in 
the underside corner of the upper part of bushing (G). The 
texture on the outside of the bushing (H) is used to provide 
adhesion grip; it is not a load bearing thread. For permanent 
installations, coat the side of the bushing with adhesive. 
Push bushing into place and clean up excess sealant 
around flange.

3.	 �GIZMO DOUBLE 
THROUGH-DECK 
BUSHINGS

Double through-deck bushings are more structural than 
single through-deck bushings and can handle non-fair 
leads or loading on both sides of the deck. They thread into 
themselves from the top and bottom of the deck. Double 
through-deck bushings are perfect for installing soft-attach 
loops to protect line from wear and also to separate line.

3.1	 SPECIFICATIONS
Choose the correct double through-deck bushing based 
upon deck thickness.

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3.2. INSTALLATION 3.2	 INSTALLATION
1.	Take necessary steps to reinforce and seal cored 

decks using a suitable compression tube (A).
2.	Put a large bead of polysulfide type sealant in the 

underside corner of the upper part of bushing (B). 
3.	Use a small amount of Tef-Gel® or grease (C) to 

help screw parts together until snug.  
Important! Do not overtighten.

4.	Clean up excess sealant around flange.

4.	 GIZMOS PADEYE KITS
Padeye kits include a cross pin (A) and waterproof cap with 
adhesive ring (B) and convert a double-sided bushing into a 
through-deck, watertight padeye that can be loaded in any 
direction in relation to the cross pin.

4.1	 SPECIFICATIONS
Choose the correct kit to fit the Harken double bushing. Use 
loops or lashings to create a soft padeye. Consult Harken 
block instructions to correctly attach loop or lashing to block. 
NOTE: Blocks are not included.

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4.2	 INSTALLATION
1.	Capture lashing or loop (A) to the cross pin (B) as 

shown. Verify the flats on the cross pin face up and 
contact the bottom of the flange.

	� NOTE: Either loop configuration (C) or basket 
configuration (D) is acceptable provided the loop can 
handle the load configuration.

2.	Remove paper backing (E) from the adhesive ring 
on the water cover.

3.	Verify the bottom of the double-sided bushing (F) is 
clean and dry.

4.	Stick the waterproof cap with adhesive ring (G) onto 
the bottom of the double-sided bushing. 

5.	Fill padeye with silicone or equivalent sealant to 
prevent water intrusion (H).

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5. MAINTENANCE 5.	 MAINTENANCE
Harken equipment is designed for minimal maintenance. 
However, some upkeep is required to give the best service 
and comply with the Harken limited warranty.
IMPORTANT! Exposure to some teak cleaners and other 
caustic solutions can result in discoloration of part and 
is not covered under the Harken warranty.
Periodically remove cap by inserting a screwdriver into one 
of the cutouts and prying it off. Clean and inspect cross pin 
and loop or lashing for wear and replace as necessary.
Refer to specific block or loop manual for specific mainte-
nance instructions.
